Celebrated globally for his outstanding musicianship and extraordinary
interpretations, Mark Wigglesworth's first season as Chief Conductor
magnified the BSO's reputation for the highest quality music-making. The
Orchestra boasts an enviable list of named conductors, including Principal
Guest Conductor Chloé Van Soeterstede, Marin Alsop, David Hill MBE, Kirill
Karabits and Andrew Litton. In 2025/26, the BSO welcomed baritone Roderick
Williams OBE as Artist-in-Residence and introduced Dani Howard as its
Celebrated Composer. Its pioneering Digital Concert series continues into its
sixth year, with 19 live performances broadcast globally.

Known for championing access to high-quality music for all, the BSO leads
hundreds of community-based events each year, from award-winning work in
health and care settings to partnerships with schools and music education
hubs.
