We're looking for diverse voices and perspectives from across Australia – singers, directors, 
and repetiteurs who will shape the future of opera. The ideal candidates will not only 
possess exceptional talent but also demonstrate creativity, adaptability, and a passion for 
pushing the boundaries of our art form.  

 

At Opera Australia, we believe that opera remains deeply relevant and exciting for today's 
audiences. Through the OAYAP, we're nurturing artists who can balance tradition with 
innovation, address contemporary issues, and connect with diverse communities.  

 

Our program prepares young artists for the international stage by offering overseas 
experiences and collaborations with global partners.

The Opera Australia Young Artist Program will be delivered in three stages over 18-months 
including onsite training at The Opera Centre in Sydney, an international residency and 
finally, advanced preparation, experience and professional integration into OA including roles 
and covers in OA events and productions at the Sydney Opera House.

The successful candidates will be gifted musicians with previous voice training.   

Trained at a major performing arts institution or practical experience, they will possess 

exceptional vocal talent but also demonstrate the dedication, versatility, and potential to grow 

into a well-rounded and accomplished opera performer.  

4 positions are available. 

The criteria for Singers includes but is not limited to:   

• Vocal technique and quality: resonance, breath management, vowel-work, 

articulation, range and dynamics.  

• Musicianship and Interpretation: Strong musicality and shaping. Understanding of 

music theory, harmony and performance practice desired but not required. In their 

audition, they will demonstrate the ability to convey the emotional depth and dramatic 

intent of the operatic repertoire and understanding of how the music informs the text, 

how the words interact with melody, with harmony and with orchestration.  

• Stage Presence and Acting ability: A commanding presence, using body language, 

expression and gesture to fully embody the character and enhance performance. A 

genuine passion for storytelling though opera and a willingness to explore, 

demonstrating dramatic versatility and adaptability.

• Completed Application Form 

• Headshot or current colour photo  

• CV: You should upload a CV of relevant information including records of early-career 
success and/or recognition. If you do not hold an undergraduate degree, your CV 
must show evidence of at least 2+ years of relevant experience.  

• Personal Statement – 500 words. 

• Recording of 3 pieces.   

• Declaration Statement. All recording and treatment submissions should be 
recorded/created within 3-months of submission. 

 

Singers – Audition Criteria 

 

 

Singers Round #1 Audition Material 

 

Perform 3 pieces:  

• 2 x operatic Arias: Must be in the original languages and keys  

1. First selection in English  

2. Second selection in language – Italian, German, French (desired but not 
essential)   

• 1 x own choice of song (not Aria)  

 

Program should not exceed 15 minutes.
