Petras Geniušas is one of Lithuania’s most prominent and versatile

pianists, internationally recognised for his mastery of classical, romantic

and contemporary repertoire. His artistry is defined by expressive depth,

refined sound and a natural curiosity that allows him to move fluently

between solo, chamber and concerto repertoire, as well as theatre, jazz

and crossover projects.

He graduated from the Moscow Tchaikovsky Conservatory, where he

studied under Professor Vera Gornostaeva. His international reputation

was confirmed early on through major competition successes, including

first prizes at the Y.C.A.A. International Piano Competition in 1991 and

the Palm Beach Invitational International Piano Competition in 1992.

Geniušas has performed in over forty countries, appearing at major

concert venues such as Vienna’s Musikverein and New York’s Lincoln

Center. Alongside his performing career, he is a highly respected

pedagogue and currently serves as a professor at the Lithuanian

Academy of Music and Theatre and at the Royal Conservatoire of

Scotland.

His artistic achievements have been recognised with numerous honours,

including the Lithuanian National Award, the Ministry of Culture medal

“Bring Your Light and Believe,” and the Order of the Grand Duke

Gediminas.

Peter Pažický is a renowned Slovak pianist and piano teacher with a broad

repertoire spanning all stylistic periods, including contemporary music.

Alongside his solo work, he is a highly sought after piano partner for

singers and chamber musicians.

He studied with Darina Švárna and Prof. Marián Lapšanský at the Academy

of Performing Arts in Bratislava and continued his artistic development

through masterclasses with Halina Czerny Stefańska, Eugen Indjic, and

Lazar Berman. He participated in the 13th Chopin International

Competition in Warsaw in 1990.

Pažický has received numerous awards at Slovak and Czech piano

competitions, including the Slovak Conservatory Competition, the Smetana

Competition, and the Chopin Competition in the Czech Republic. As a

member of the Slovak Piano Duo, he won multiple first prizes at

international competitions, including the Schubert Competition for Piano

Duos in Jeseník, “Città di Marsala”, and the Premio Valentino Bucchi

Competition.

He has performed widely across Slovakia and Europe, as well as

internationally at EXPO Shanghai and on multiple tours of Japan. He has

collaborated with leading Slovak and Czech orchestras and recorded for

Chandos with the Safri Duo, as well as major Slovak record labels. He is

currently a piano teacher at the Conservatory in Bratislava and Associate

Professor at the Academy of Arts in Banská Bystrica.
