The
final phase will include a public performance of
the finalist pieces, after which the winners will be
announced. The jury’s decision is final and
cannot be appealed. The titles of the finalist
scores will be communicated by email to the
address provided in the registration form and
published on the AMAT website and social
media by February 15, 2024.

The finalist compositions will be performed by
the string quartet of the Unconventional
Orchestra of AMAT in Florence. The winner will
receive a cash prize of €1,000. The jury reserves
the right not to award prizes or to declare joint
winners. The concert will be performed by AMAT's
chamber string ensemble and may be live-
streamed or recorded.
