Minimum of 50 minutes of uninterrupted podium time with the Pazardjik Symphony.
Video review session after every rehearsal.

Each candidate gets two (2) one-to-one private coaching sessions during the week. One with each
masterclass teacher.

COMPETITION RULES
o No minimum or maximum age requirement

o Each day, candidates will be assigned by lottery a movement of MOZART, BEETHOVEN, or
PROKOFIEV. Each day the announcement of the assignment will be given on the spot.

o Each candidate will conduct a movement from each symphony over three days. The
candidate will have 13 minutes of uninterrupted podium time these three days.

o The candidates will be assigned a movement to conduct for the final concert which they
will also get to rehearse at the general rehearsal (also uninterrupted). The candidate will be
informed of their assigned movement a day in advance so that they can adequately
prepare.

o The orchestra will use the approval voting system to declare a winner.
